From our Chapter Educator 
Armoréwhat is it and do we need it?  I know youôve seen pictures 

of guys decked out with medieval armor. Man, oh man, that gear 

must have been heavy. 

But what does that have to do with motorcycle gear?  

According to Wikipedia, ñThe word ñarmourò came into use in the 

Middle Ages as a borrowing from the French.  It is dated from 1297, as a 
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ñmail, defensive covering worn in combatò from Old French armeure, itself derived 

from the Latin armatura ñarms and/or equipmentò with the root arma ñarms or 

gearò.ò 

While the basic purpose of armor hasnôt changed (combat with the road?), the 

modern application of the concept definitely has.  Todayôs motorcycle gear armor 

comes in a variety of styles and functions depending on where it is located in your 

gear and its function.  Adapting what a helmet manufacturer once said, tell me what 

kind of accident youôre going to have and Iôll make gear to protect you.  Since 

thatôs not an option, we have to go with some general types of armor that balance 

protection with comfort.  At the end of the day, itôs still about how much risk you 

are willing to accept.  More armor and better gear means more protection and better risk management.  Less 

armor means less protection and potentially more extensive injuries in a crash. 

Riding pants: some of us wear riding pants of some kind, and Iôm definitely in that 

camp (mine are put on over regular street wear).  Iôm not a big fan of chaps as I feel they 

leave some significant areas unprotected, and they typically have no extra padding in 

potential contact spots. Still, anything that provides an extra layer of material in some 

areas, especially a good thick layer of leather, has to be of some benefit.  But as I have 

managed to crash test my gear a couple of times over the last 25 years and have watched 

numerous crashes on TV, I see over and over how folks tend to slide on their backsides.  I 

donôt need any extra padding for my backside (I have plenty of natural padding already), 

but however much I have or donôt have, I donôt want it being abraded off in a slide across 

a rough patch of pavement.  

My current riding pants are cordura nylon with a Gortex liner.  That means they are both abrasion resistant 

and also serve as rain gear.  The armor in my riding pants consists of a special foam padding that responds with 

greater stiffness as impacts increase.  When tucked away in the knee area and/or in the hip area, they are soft, 

comfortable, and always ready for action.  With a layer of plastic over the top of these pads, any impact is 

spread over an even larger area to decrease impacts that might make it through to me.  Some gearôs leg armor is 

even more comprehensive with shin and thigh protection, but that is seen more commonly in off-road riding 

gear.  Still, if youôre really interested in protecting yourself, itôs something to consider. 

Riding jackets: todayôs jackets are packed with features that were unheard of 25 years ago.  Better gear will 

typically feature armor in the shoulder and elbow areas.  Some jackets may even have armor in the forearm area 

as well as a back/spine protector.  My gear has the same type padding in the jacket that is found in my riding 

pants that stiffens upon impact.  This particular padding comes in 3 different densities, so if you prefer a softer, 

but less energy absorbing armor, you can tailor it to your specific requirements. 

Back/spine protectors can be a valuable addition to any jacket.  A former riding friend of mine suffered a 

bruised spinal column in a crash that has left him with some muscular control of his arms and legs but no 

feeling below his shoulders.  For him, a spine/back protector might have allowed him to walk away from this 

crash.  

Other armor: if you really want to give yourself the best chance of walking away from a crash, some 

companies make armor that you wear like an undershirt or long underwear.  With armor attached to a 

lightweight material in an extensive number of places, you slip this gear on underneath your regular riding gear.  

This type of gear is most commonly seen for off-road or more aggressive road riding, but if youôre really 

dedicated to giving yourself the most protective gear, think about it. 

While the USA does not have any criteria for armor, the European Union does.  They have established 

specific criteria for armor with two different levels of protection, and you may see armor advertised as being CE 

Level 1 approved or CE Level 2 approved (CE is an abbreviation for a term designating Conformity within the 

European community).  Level 2 is a more stringent criterion requiring more energy absorption in general and a 

maximum transmitted impact level. 

Get the best gear you can afford, and use it!  And be glad you donôt have to wear metal armor to protect 

yourself.
